She fished out the carrots and the eggs and placed them 
in a bowl.  Then she ladled the coffee out of the pot and poured it in a bowl.  Turning to her daughter she asked, 
“Tell me what you see.”  “Carrots, eggs and coffee,” she replied.  She felt the carrots and noted that they were soft.  
The mother then asked to take an egg and peel it.  After peeling the egg, she observed that it was hard boiled.  
Finally the mother asked the daughter to sip the coffee.  The daughter smiled as she tasted its rich aroma.  “What 
does all this mean, Mother?”   
    Her mother explained that each of these objects faced the same adversity: boiling water.  Each reacted differently: 
the carrot went in strong and came our softened.  The egg had been fragile but came out hardened.  The coffee beans 
were unique, however.  After they were in boiling water, they had changed the water.  “Which are you?” she asked 
her daughter.  “When adversity knocks on your door, how do you respond?  Do you respond like the carrot, the egg 

or the coffee beans?”  “It is good that I was afflicted...that I might learn Thy Word!” (Psalm 119:71)

    Fifty years ago this month, Israel was surrounded by 
 five Muslim nations that wanted her annihilated off the  
 face of the earth.

Within a few days Israel 
 officially announced the annexation of east Jerusalem, and stated that the city was to be 
 its Eternal Capital.
