Nicknames - If Laura, Kate and Sarah go out for lunch, they will call each other Laura, Kate
and Sarah. If Mike, Dave and John go out, they will affectionately refer to each other as Fat
Boy, Bubba and Wildman. Eating Qut - When the bill arrives, Mike, Dave and John will
each throw in $20, even though it's only for $32.50. None of them will have anything smaller
and none will actually admit they want change back. When the girls get their bill, out come
the pocket calculators. Topic of Money - A man will pay $2 for a $1 item he needs; a woman
will pay $1 for a $2 item that she doesn't need...but it's on sale. And Bathrooms - A man has six items in his bath-
room: toothbrush and toothpaste, shaving cream, razor, a bar of soap, and a towel. The average number of items in
the typical woman's bathroom is 337. A man would not be able to identify more than 20 of these items.

Dressing Up - A woman will dress up to go shopping, water the plants, empty the trash, answer the phone, watch
T.V., etc. A man will dress up for weddings and funerals. The Future - A woman worries about the future until she
gets a husband. A man never worries about the future until he gets a wife.

The Subject of Marriage- A woman marries a man expecting he will change, but he doesn't; a man marries a wom-
an expecting that she won't change, but she does. Offspring - Ah, children. A woman knows all about her chil-
dren. She knows about dentist appointments and romances, best friends, favorite foods, secret fears and hopes and
dreams. A man is vaguely aware of some short people living in the house.
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Do you know the difference between the Spirit-filled life and its fruit, and
living in the flesh - the nots? There are two lists in Galatians 5 - a list of
NOTS and a list of FRUITS. Now the NOTS described in this chapter are
very evident: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness, idolatry, hate,
sorcery, contentions, jealousies, outburst of rage, selfish ambitions, envy,
dissensions, heresies, murders, drunkenness, partying, etc. This list is
simply the outward behavior of inward emptiness of a life without GOD.
That’s the concept behind the biblical term “flesh”. This is a word that’s
found about 150 times in the New Testament. As you read this, you realize
that you have had a part in some of these fleshly activities, especially the
selfish part. Romans 8 explains the behavior of a person ruled by the flesh:

“So NOW there is NO condemnation for those who belong to Christ
JESUS. For the Power of the life-giving Spirit in Christ JESUS has set
you free from the law of sin and death. The law of Moses was unable to
save us because of the weakness of our flesh. So GOD did what the law
could not do; He sent His own Son in a body like the bodies we sinners
have. And in that body GOD declared an end to the flesh’s control over us
by giving His Son as a sacrifice for our sins. He did this so that the just
requirement of the law would be fully satisfied for us, who no longer walk
according to the flesh, but instead follow the Spirit. Those who are domi-
nated by the flesh think about sinful things, but those who are controlled
by the Spirit think about things that please the Spirit. So the mind set on
the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit leads to Life and Peace.”
Remember that one! “For the mind set on the flesh is always hostile to
GOD. It never did obey GOD’s laws, and it never will! That’s why those
who are still under the control of the flesh can never please GOD. But you
are not in the flesh; you are controlled by the Spirit if you have the Spirit
of GOD living in you!” WOW! That’s something to shout about! James
1:20 tells you that the flesh is powerless to produce righteousness in your
life...so go for the fruit-bearing life in Christ JESUS! He’s the only Per-
son who lived a stainless, sinless life! You cannot have the Fruits of Holy
Spirit in your life without Christ in your life - vital in your life! When you
become a Believer, Holy Spirit increasingly replicates Christ in your spir-
it...He does His work in you - Spirit to spirit. He fills you up with Fruits
that will never decay or rot on the vine. With Holy Spirit’s Fruits in your
life you become a victor over every temptation: LOVE, JOY, PEACE,
PATIENCE, KINDNESS, GOODNESS, FAITHFULNESS, GENTLE-
NESS, and SELF-CONTROL are the measuring instruments to bring all
your life-saving fruit together; these fruits show the church and the world
that you are in Christ JESUS!

The Fruit that you exhibit in your life is your testimony of who you are.
JESUS said in John 15:16, “You did not choose Me but I chose you and
appointed you to go forth and bear fruit...and that your Fruit should re-
main...that whatever you ask of the Father in My Name, He will give to
you!” As you bear fruit, your Heavenly Father will give you what you’re
asking for...that’s worth all the time it takes to bear good Fruit...Fruit that

It’s been eight years since Derin left this earth...and those who knew him well miss him - his
humor, and his teaching and anointing...his presence. He brought such Joy to this world but
also accountability on the part of Believers. This puts him in the rankings of prophet-teacher.
Here are a couple stories from his childhood that will bring a smile to your face, and many of
you have already heard these stories but they’re so unique that they deserve to be told again.
“Growing up in Durango, the awesome majesty of the surrounding mountains always has
impressed me. I remember specifically Wolf Creek Pass, which is 10,000 feet in elevation, east
of Durango. One particular memory took place on the south side of Wolf Creek. I was six Yyears
old, and I remember the radiator in the Pontiac that we had was boiling over as we were gomg up
Wolf Creek Pass. Dad hiked down to a mountain stream and brought back a gallon of water in a bucket. He looked at
me and gave me the assignment of being the ‘chief water engineer.’
