 You cannot separate Christ’s birth from Christ’s Resurrection.  You may 
think of the Resurrection as the event when Christ rose from the tomb; but 
it’s important to realize that the birth of the Child in the manger can’t be 
separated from the Man on the cross. As you look into the manger in 
Bethlehem...you will see Resurrection coming….This Baby was sent to die! 
   In an atmosphere of darkness and unbelief JESUS was born.  GOD’s 
people lived under the terrifying grip of the Roman Empire.  Israel’s 
religious leaders didn’t offer much help in deliverance for their people.  
They enjoyed their “captivity” with the Romans because they were given 
some authority with the rulers. These leaders of the Jewish people, did not 
recognize their Messiah, even when He appeared to them daily.  In fact, 
these Jewish leaders became enemies of Christ JESUS - the MESSIAH - 
sent by GOD to redeem the world.   
   Christ was fully human at birth - Mary’s blood had nourished Him in the 
womb and her milk fed him through infancy - but His birth was a breaking 

forth of the Divine Eternal Plan of GOD.  The Bible says, “The people who 
sat in darkness saw a great Light...and to them which sat in the shadow of 
death, upon them a Light dawned!” (Prophesied in Isaiah 60:1 and fulfilled 
in Matthew 4:16)  JESUS brought Resurrection Power into a life of 
hopelessness and death!  He promised an Abundant Life to all who Believe

you’re going to cross that Bridge: “In a moment, in the twinkling of an 
eye, the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised imperishable and 
we shall be changed...and caught up to meet Him!” (I Corinthians 15:52,  
I Thessalonians 4:17)    
   This Christmas Season may you keep a “Resurrection-frame-of-mind”,   

as Paul encourages you with these words, “Since we believe that JESUS 
died and was raised to life again, we also believe that when JESUS 
returns, GOD will bring back with Him Believers who have died, that you 
may not grieve as others who do not have the Hope of the Resurrection in 
Christ JESUS….So encourage each other with these words.”

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   In the book “The Paradigm”, the author, Jonathan

        Unlike many Jewish holidays, Hanukkah (also known as the Festival of Lights),  
is not mentioned in the Bible. The historical events upon which the celebration is 
based are recorded in Maccabees I and II, two books contained within a later 
collection of writings known as the Apocrypha. Although Hanukkah is considered 
a “minor” Jewish festival, today it ranks - along with Passover and Purim - as one 
of the most beloved Jewish family holidays. 
    In the year 168 B.C., the Syrian tyrant Antiochus Epiphanes sent his soldiers to 
Jerusalem. The Syrians desecrated the Temple, the holiest place for Jews at that 

time.  Antiochus also abolished Judaism, outlawing the observance of Shabbat and the Festivals, as well as 
circumcision.  Altars and idols were set up for the worship of Greek gods and he offered Jews two options: 
conversion or death.  On the 25th day of the Hebrew month of K islev in 168 B.C., the Temple was renamed for the 
Greek god Zeus. A resistance movement - led by a priestly family known as the Hasmoneans, or Maccabees - 
developed against the cruelty of Antiochus. The head of the family was Mattathias, an elderly man.  His son, Judah, 
became the chief strategist and military leader of the resistance. Though outnumbered, Judah Maccabee and his 
fighters miraculously won two major battles, routing the Syrians decisively.  There is no doubt that this victory 
evokes stirring images of Jewish valor against overwhelming odds.  
    Hanukkah, which means “dedication,” is the festival that commemorates the purification and rededication of the 
Temple following the defilement caused by the Greeks during their occupation of that holy place. Today, the 
holiday reminds Jews to rededicate themselves to stand against forces that would destroy Judaism and to keep alive 
the flame of Jewish religion, culture, and people, so that it may be passed on to the next generation.  Originally, 
the eight-day holiday was intended to parallel the eight-day festival of Sukkot. The Books of the Maccabees made 
no mention of the legend concerning a small jar of oil that unexpectedly lasted for eight days.  
    Only centuries after the Maccabees’ defeat of the Syrians did the story of the jar of oil - which has come to be a 
part of Hanukkah - appear in the Talmud.  According to the legend, when the Maccabees entered the Temple and 
began to reclaim it from the Greeks, they immediately relit the ner tamid (eternal light), which burned constantly in 
the Temple and has a parallel in our synagogues to this day. In the Temple, they found a single jar of oil, which was 
sufficient for only one day. The messenger who was sent to secure additional oil took eight days to complete his 
mission, and miraculously, the single jar of oil continued to burn until his return. The rabbis of the Talmud 
attributed the eight days of Hanukkah to the miracle of this single jar of oil.

JESUS Christ gives freely 
without charge. When you make JESUS your Savior 
and LORD, you have: Peaceful Rest (Isaiah 26:3), the 
Mind of Christ (I Cor. 2:16), Bread of Life that satisfies 
(John 6:33, I Timothy 4:4), clothing that will not wear 
out (Deut. 8:4, Rev. 7:14), a home that is peaceful and 
secure (Isaiah 32:18), and the best that this life has to 
offer (I Timothy 6:17b).  Listen up!  Do you know that GOD has created You…yes  
YOU…for a purpose; He has planted His Wisdom and Understanding inside of you to 

accomplish His good purposes because “It is GOD Who is at work in you...both to will and to work for His good 
pleasure!” (Phil 2:13)  GOD will use everything in Your life to qualify you to serve Him, and Romans 8:28 tells you  

    “ALL things work together for GOOD to those who love Him and are called according to HIS Purpose!” 
Holy Spirit is at work in you to increase your qualifications by allowing you to go through testing.  Paul says in 

II Corinthians 1:3-7,  “Blessed be the GOD and Father of our LORD JESUS Christ, the Father of mercies 
and the GOD of all comfort, Who comforts you in ALL your affliction so that you may be able to comfort those 
who are in any affliction with the comfort with which you yourself are comforted by GOD.  For as you experience 
sufferings, you are comforted by the fact that JESUS Christ went through so much more on your behalf!”   
    And GOD never allows you to be separated from His Love as His purposes for you unfold - “Nothing shall be 
able to separate you from the Love of GOD which is in Christ JESUS!” (Romans 8:35-39) And for that you are 

blessed beyond measure - celebrate your belonging to the family of GOD - WHAT MONEY CANNOT BUY! WHAT MONEY CANNOT BUY! WHAT MONEY CANNOT BUY! WHAT MONEY CANNOT BUY!
